THE CONTRIBUTION OF THE PHILHARMONIC OF THE MUNICIPALITY
OF TYRNAVOS TO THE PRESERVATION OF CULTURAL IDENTITY
THROUGH THE ORGANIZATION OF FESTIVALS (EVENTS), AS WELL AS
TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE LOCAL COMMUNITY AND CULTURAL
TOURISM

ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study was to investigate the contribution of the Philharmonic of the Municipality of
Tyrnavos to the preservation of cultural identity, the development of cultural tourism and the strengthening of
the local community through the organization of festivals (events) and cultural events. Cultural tourism
concerns travel activities that are linked to the experience and exploration of the cultural heritage of a place.
At the same time, the organization of festivals is considered a key tool for strengthening local identity and
promoting areas as tourist destinations. The main objective of the research was to record the perceptions and
opinions of the public regarding the contribution of the Philharmonic to the improvement of the cultural image
of Tyrnavos, to tourism development and to social cohesion. Additional objectives were to identify areas for
improvement for the actions of the Philharmonic and to record proposals for future development. The research
sample consisted of 110 spectators (32 men and 78 women) of the first summer event held at the open-air
theater of Tyrnavos “Latomi” who completed a questionnaire by Delamere, Wankel and Hinch (2001) to assess
the social impacts of the “Way Out West Festival” in the city of Gothenburg, Sweden. The first part of the
questionnaire contained demographic questions and the second consisted of 20 questions concerning the
design, cultural and social impacts of festivals, based on the FSIAS (Festival Social Impact Attitude Scale)
scale and the answers were given on a 5-point Likert scale (1=Not at all and 5=Very much). The statistical
analysis and processing of the data was done with the statistical package SPSS Statistics 27. The results showed
that the actions of the Philharmonic strengthened the cultural infrastructure and highlighted Tyrnavos as an
emerging cultural destination. The events contributed to attracting tourists, strengthening the local economy
and promoting the cultural identity of the region. In conclusion, improving infrastructure and developing
sustainable strategies will ensure the further development of cultural tourism in Tyrnavos.
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
